The promise of God is that there is no
change that can ever take us out of God's
love. The death of a loved one is heart-
breaking, but does not mean that we are out
of God's love. The loss of a job or the end of
a relationship hurts and angers us.. "It's not
fair"... but it does not take us out of God's
love. Aging and a change in health, may
slow us down, but it does not take us from
God's love.  In fact, it is my experience that
in these times of change, the changes that
we resist, we can most keenly feel God's
Presence and Love.  In a hug from someone
who understands; in the words of another
who hurts or is angered on your behalf; in
the quiet stillness that can come in the midst
of your struggle, as you let go and embrace
the reality that change is part of life.   It
doesn't cheer you up... but it brings peace
and assures you that you are not alone.

So, however you are experiencing change
right now, please know that you are not
alone.  If you are experiencing the kind of joy
that makes you smile, maybe you've got a
moment to call a friend who is having a hard
time with change; maybe you've got a couple
of hours to take someone feeling devastated
by change,  for a ride or a walk through the
trees to marvel at the beauty of fall.
However you are experiencing change at
this moment, take some time to share it and
know that you are not alone... and will never
be... God is in the change

From the very beginnings of the church, women have been a

force to reckon with. Starting with the women learning directly from Jesus,
followed by the women running the far-flung churches established by St.
Paul, right up to the present, what would the church have been without
the women? But this evening we are looking back over a much shorter
span of time to women's work in the eighty-six years since the United
Church was created in 1925. Women were there at that beginning, too.
Of the 87,000 members of that union, 60,000 were women. What were
they doing?

Well, in the first few years after union, they weren't preaching
and they weren't the celebrants during communion. But even though it
took 14 years before a woman was ordained, Lydia Gruchi's 1939
ordination set an interesting precedent: it gave notice that this new
church was right out there on the radical edge of change. It also gave
other women hope. All those women in support roles in Christian
Education and Social Outreach now knew that, should they wish, they too
could work toward ordination. And today, 71 years later, we reap the
reward of that forward step as we listen to and learn from all the stellar
women ministers in pulpits across Canada.

But what were the lay women of this new church doing? They
were using the church as a base for outreach and social justice. From
their vision and hard work came help to establish the Fred Victor Mission
and furnish the Ina Grafton Gage Home, as well as shelters for unwed
mothers and elderly women in need, and homes for youth in trouble with
the courts. At a time when the municipal, provincial and federal
governments were doing little to help the marginalized, the church
women led the way in social justice. During the Depression women of the
church sent 186,000 pounds of clothing to the needy in western Canada
and during the Second World War , through a government program
called the War Services Commission, the women of the church provided
three and a half million items to service men, refugees and bomb victims
overseas. These included not only hand-knitted socks, sweaters, scarves,
mittens and gloves, but also such necessities as bandages, sheets, pillow
cases, towels, hospital gowns, helmet caps, face masks and blankets.
Where did they find the money for all this? Endless bake sales and bazaars,
to say nothing of the collections taken at monthly meetings. According to
Bethesda records for those war years, an average monthly collection was
$2.60. Multipy that by the givings rom all the monthly meetings of all the
women's Groups across Canada and you have the basis for a formidable
outreach program.

On Tuesday September 21 the UCW groups at Jubilee joined
together for their Fall gathering. The theme of the evening was "The
Changing Faces of Women in the United Church". It was a wonderful
opportunity to reflect on the mission and ministry of women in the church
over the past 85 years and an invitation to envision the future. Guest Joan
Wyatt, ordained minister and director of contextual education at
Emmanuel College shared her rich perspective as a mentor to young
women seeking ordination. She highlighted the depth and openness they
will bring to the church as well as varied and diverse ways of ministering in
today's complex world. Her insight helped us to see the challenges we
face today with a renewed hope for the future.

We were also visited by Dorothy Amos, staff representative for the
UCW at General Council. She shared her recent visit with UCW leaders
across Canada and the many and varied resources available to support
the work of UCW groups in congregations all over the country. It was
wonderful to hear that the UCW is living large and strong beyond our own
doors.

In addition we were delighted to receive a well crafted summary
of the history of the UCW which was presented by our own 'writer in
residence', Barbara Greenwood. Her synopsis highlights and captures the
essence of the spirit of UCW and we enjoyed it so much that we're sharing it
with you in this edition of Jubilation.

Well, the world moved on. The war ended, young people were finally able
to turn their energies to establishing families -- and the suburbs were born.
The new subdivisions that ringed the city core were all far away from
established churches. To fill this need, the United Church decreed that with
100 families a community could start a church. Here in Don Mills that led to
Donminster, Victoria Village and a new location for Bethesda, a little
pioneer church that stood in the way of road widening. All three held
services in their local schools while the women, once again turned their
hand to fundraising. Now, in the 50s, 60s and 70s their many dinners, craft
sales, cook books and strawberry socials made it possible not only to
furnish the church and the manse, but also to help retire the mortgage.

But the women of the church, with their official name change in
1962 to United Church Women or UCW, were not just fund raisers
extraordinaire. With the post-war baby boom, Sunday Schools were
bursting at the seams. And the women stepped up to that challenge as
well. Although on one notable Sunday a harassed teacher was heard to
say that she prayed some of the children would stay home. She had had
time to cook up only two batches of play dough.

This sounds as though women had turned inward, were thinking
only of home and the local church, but just as their mothers had done, the
women of the post war years supported strong social justice causes. Yes,
they ran CGIT groups for their own children, but they also ran or paid for
summer camps for inner city children, homes for unwed mothers, shelters
for abused women. Most were stay-at-home mothers, but they used the
multi-tasking skills they learned in that role to reach out to others.

By the 80s and 90s things were changing again. The advent of
the pill in the 60s slowly changed the way women thought about their
roles. Now that they could control the size of their families, they could stay
in the workforce at the same time as they raised one or two children and
ran their homes. But where in all this would there be time for the church?

Church membership was declining, but the outreach work of
the church was still much needed. Here in Don Mills our solution has been
amalgamation. We may have fewer church buildings, but by coming
together we have maintained our strength, and here at Jubilee, the United
Church Women continue to prove that. Our work to support such
outreach projects as the Red Door, Eva's Place, Out of the Cold, Food
Banks, Fair Trade and such handiwork projects as Mountain of Warmth and
Sleeping Mats is proof positive that we are still, as in the beginning, a
force to be reckoned with.

The coffee is hot and the people welcoming. An informal Bible Study that requires no prior knowledge of the Bible. We read
together the Bible Passages for the upcoming Sunday Church service and we talk about them... how they sound, what the say to
us, what they might mean to others. We don't try to find agreement, just a little time to think and share the Word of God. You are
invited to come out any time and you can expect to be joined by 6 to 12 others.

The coffee is on, there is usual fruit and maybe some cookies to share and together we watch a dynamic
video highlighting some part of our faith, with modern thought and commentary. The nature of Jesus, The
Purpose of the Church, The meaning of Easter, The point of Prayer, etc. Then we talk about what we've seen
in the video, what we've experienced in our lives and what we are thinking right now. The discussion is lively
and friendly and you can expect to be with 14 to 24 others in this group.

A new group for Jubilee. We have many people reading Rev. Dr. David Bruce's Jesus 24/7: Guide to the
Bible. (available at the Church office or from Rev. Seli for $20 ). The book is self directed guide that takes
you through the entire Bible in 12 sessions. Each session requires about an hour's work on your part and can
be done comfortably in your own home. The sessions share information about the Bible and invite you to
answer questions about what you are thinking, feeling and wondering as you explore this pillar of our faith a
great way for first-timers to get to know the Bible; a wonderful way for old-hands to find new meaning.. Every
week we have groups gathering to discuss the session they have just read. The specific groups and session
topic will be listed in the bulletin and on the Jubilee web-site (www.jubileeunited.ca) so that you can join a
group, share your thoughts and hear what others are learning and wondering about. At present, there are
groups meeting on Sundays 1-2:30pm; Thursdays 1-2:30pm; Thursday Evenings 7-8:30pm. You are
welcome to drop into any group or become a regular in one.
